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MATIONAL

The stewardship way of life could be described as a daily
pursuit of the kingdom of heaven. In our Gospel passage

from Matthew today, Jesus employs three parables to
describe this kingdom.

Stewardship Reflection

In the first of today’s parables, our Lord reminds us that
living for Him and for His kingdom will be costly. But the
deep joy that comes in following Him makes the “price”
entailed worth it. Jesus says, “The kingdom of heaven is like
a treasure buried in a field which a person finds and hides
again, and out of joy goes and sells all that he has and buys
that field.” Next, He says the kingdom of heaven is “like a
merchant searching for fine pearls. When he finds a pearl of
great price, he goes and sells all he has and buys it.”

In each of these stories, the kingdom of heaven is somewhat
“hidden.” We must intentionally search for it amidst the
noise of the world that bombards us. Yet, our Lord reminds
us that His Kingdom is meant for everyone and He wants us
to find it! He says, “It is like a net thrown into the sea which
collects fish of every kind.”

But Jesus concludes His teaching with a rather ominous
image, reminding us that every “fish” will also be judged as
good or bad. “The angels will go out and separate the
wicked from the righteous and throw them into the fiery
furnace.” This is a description that is difficult to forget.
Clearly Jesus wants to get our attention.

Let us pray for the wisdom to recognize the kingdom of
heaven in our midst and intensify our efforts to pursue it
starting right now. There is no time to lose, and we will
obtain the immeasurable joy that only comes when we live
as disciples of Jesus.

Reflexion sobre la mayordomia

La forma de vida de mayordomia podria describirse como una
busqueda diaria del reino de los cielos. En nuestro pasaje del
Evangelio de Mateo hoy, JesGs emplea tres parabolas para
describir este reino.

En la primera de las pardbolas de hoy, nuestro Sefor nos
recuerda que vivir para El y para Su reino seréa costoso. Pero el
profundo gozo que viene al seguirlo hace que el "precio" que
conlleva valga la pena. Jesis dice: "El reino de los cielos es
como un tesoro enterrado en un campo que una persona
encuentra y esconde de nuevo, y por gozo va y vende todo lo
que tiene y compra ese campo". Luego, El dice que el reino de
los cielos es "como un comerciante en busca de perlas finas.
Cuando encuentra una perla de gran precio, va y vende todo lo
que tiene y la compra".

En cada una de estas historias, el reino de los cielos estd algo
"oculto". Debemos buscarlo intencionalmente en medio del
ruido del mundo que nos bombardea. Sin embargo, nuestro
Sefior nos recuerda que Su Reino es para todos y El quiere que
lo encontremos. El dice: "Es como una red arrojada al mar que
recoge peces de todo tipo".

Pero Jesis concluye su ensehanza con una imagen bastante
ominosa, recordandonos que cada "pez" también serd juzgado
como bueno o malo. "Los dngeles saldran y separaran a los
impios de los justos y los arrojaran al horno de fuego". Esta es
una descripcién que es dificil de olvidar. Claramente Jesds
quiere llamar nuestra atencion.

Oremos por la sabiduria para reconocer el reino de los cielos
en medio de nosotros e intensificar nuestros esfuerzos para
buscarlo a partir de ahora. No hay tiempo que perder, y
obtendremos el gozo inconmensurable que sélo viene cuando
vivimos como discipulos de Jesus.

A Glimpse of Spirituality ZfZ—¥& 83 (Luke #5:27-32)

Why did the religious leaders complain? One reason is that they also went to Jesus. If Jesus was with sinners, he was also
contaminated with uncleanness according to their polluted hearts. Thus, the religious hypocrites would also get unclean
because of meeting with Jesus. The other reason is the mercy of Jesus. Jesus was so merciful that whenever he appeared,
the hypocrites could not be compared with him. Instead of getting close to these hypocrites, Jesus accepted sinners whose
love for Jesus exceeded the hatred of the Pharisees. In short, love can cover sin because it recovers the sinners from
darkness of sin.

In fact, the action of approaching and accepting sinners requires a certain degree of patience and even endurance.
However, if you only love those you love or those who love you, Jesus will say, “What credit is that to you? For even
sinners love those who love them.” (Luke 6:32; Matt 5:46) In other words, love is to love for love, not for pleasure. Jesus
loved sinners and accepted them as friends because of his mercy, not the sinners are lovable.

The religious hypocrites” challenged Jesus by asking his disciples: “Why do you eat and drink with tax collectors and
sinners?” They murmured. The Greek verb “murmur” (egongyzon) means complaining of dissatisfaction. It usually comes
from unhappiness with others. Jesus firmly replied, “I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.”

The Pharisees and scribes were certainly not righteous but only self-righteous people. It is not that Jesus disliked them, as
a matter of fact; it is they who rejected Jesus. Jesus thus became their enemy because his divine presence threatened their
conscience. As a result, the hypocrites simply rejected Jesus as the Son of God. They gave up repentance by their self-
righteousness.

“Repentance” (metanoian) is not external but internal transformation. Sinners’ repentance requires motivation, i.e. God’s
mercy in Jesus. This merciful “calling” (kalesai) encourages the sinners to leave their sins and eventually approach God.
Love motivates while hatred destructs. In the face of the evil force that destroys Jesus, Jesus continues to love because love
is invincible.
