ere at the Cathedral, we have
been building a culture of
stewardship for almost four years.
Building this culture takes ener-
gy, time, and patience. We strug-
gle to become more fully aware of
the truth that everything we have
and everything we are, has been
entrusted to us by God to Glorify
His name and thus lead us, His
children, into His eternal kingdom.
Our parish newsletter,
stewardship retreat, Commit-
ment Sunday, parish survey,
and additional opportunities for
growing in our faith have helped
us to increase our awareness of
stewardship. Jesus’ teachings
themselves often encouraged his
listeners to embrace a steward-
ship way of life. Several parables
speak of a landowner (God) who
leases His land out to tenants

(us) and returns from a trip to
collect what is rightfully His.
Jesus clearly sees that all good
gifts come from the Father and
He has placed us in charge, not
to build up our own treasure,
but to reveal the greatness of the
Father, the One true treasure.

Jesus’ entire life — teaching,
ministry, and example — was
one of being a perfect steward
of everything the Father had
entrusted to Him.

We believe here at the Cathe-
dral of the Blessed Sacrament
that how we use our time, trea-
sure, and talents is central to
how authentic we are as disci-
ples of Jesus. The better we are
able to steward God’s gifts, the
better we will know and experi-
ence the healing love of Jesus.

or the De La Rosa family, serving at the Cathe-

dral has allowed them not only to grow in their
personal relationships with God but also as a family
and with other members of the parish community.
By participating in a variety of ministries, they have
been able to develop their unique gifts and talents
and find ways to use them in service to God and to
the community.

Carmen and Ernesto De La Rosa — as well as
their oldest son, Ivan, now 23 — are originally from
Guanajuato, Mexico. Sons Andres, 15, and Mauricio,
13, were born in Sacramento.

“We were looking for a Sunday Mass to attend
and didnt really know the Sacramento area,”
Ernesto says. “We were wandering around lost and
God brought us to the Cathedral in time for the eve-
ning Mass. At that time, Deacon Raul and his wife,
Margarita, invited us to attend the following Sun-
day. Carmen was invited to read at Mass and Ivan
to participate as an altar server.”

After this experience, they continued to return
to the parish each Sunday and eventually found a
home here. Together for 23 years, Carmen and Mau-
ricio were not married in the Church when they first
came to the parish — but with the loving encour-
agement of the parishioners they met at the 6 p.m.
Spanish Mass, they had their marriage convalidated
in 2018.

While Carmen got involved right away, it took
Ernesto some time to warm up to the idea. However,
little by little, he was able to open his heart to God’s
call to stewardship.

“We all got involved more and more,” he says.
“Now we help wherever we can.”

Both Carmen and Ernesto serve as Stewardship
Advisors, lectors, and Extraordinary Ministers of
Holy Communion. They are both catechists for the
Family Faith Formation program. Ernesto is also
an usher and a member of the Knights of Colum-
bus. Andres is an altar server, serves as a Spanish
Junior Catechist, and also helps with events when

needed. Mauricio is also an altar server and helps
with Mass livestreaming.

Carmen and Ernesto say it is important to set a
good example for their children through their ser-
vice to the parish and to inspire other families to get
involved and grow closer to God. Being active in the
parish has had a positive influence on their family
life and their individual faith journeys.

“We have learned to help others, and in our fam-
ily, it’s helped us all to contribute to the many things
that need to be done around the house,” Ernesto
says. “We all understand that with God, it is easier
to face the problems we encounter in our everyday
lives and to help those around us.

“We have learned to understand that God has a
plan for each one of us, and we’ve come to under-
stand a lot of things about the sacraments that we
didn’t before,” he adds. “We get a lot of strength from
receiving God’s grace, and by receiving the Holy
Spirit who strengthens us. We also understand that
prayer is a way to listen to God, and how to better
understand each moment in the liturgy.”

The De La Rosa family has also found a home at
the parish, creating strong bonds of fellowship with
other parishioners.

“Here at the parish, we have met people who
are not just friends to us, but part of our family,”
Carmen says. “In the parish family, we see a great
example of how to grow closer to and follow God.”
